Thyroid Scan 
The thyroid scan involves the injection of a radioactive material. It will not cause for you to have any side effects, you will not feel any better or any worse. The purpose of this injection is to image the thyroid gland.


If you have had a CT Scan recently, taking a cough medicine (syrup), or taking any medication that has to do with your thyroid please tell the person who makes your appointment. You will be asked to get lab work done prior to day of appointment.
To outline our requirements, you will: 

1. Check in at the Nuclear Medicine front desk.
2. The technologist will prepare everything necessary for your dosage.
3.  You will then be brought into the injection room to receive your dose.
4.  Approximately 15 to 20 minutes after the injection you will be given a small amount of water before taking images.
5.  Expect to be at your appointment for 1 to 2 hours.
