RENAL LASIX SCAN

Your physician has requested that you have a Renal Lasix scan.  This procedure is a simple, non-invasive way to evaluate how well your kidneys function.  There are no dietary restrictions either before or after the examination.  It is extremely important that you are well hydrated for this procedure.  We request that you drink 3 or more cups of water, 30 minutes before your appointment time, unless you’re primary physician has advised you to restrict your intake of fluids.  The test requires an I.V. catheter to be placed into a vein in your arm.  You will be given two injections through the I.V., a radioactive liquid and a chemical to make your kidneys empty faster.  The radioactivity associated with the renal study should not give you any side-effects. 



INSTRUCTIONS/SEQUENCE OF EVENTS:
1. Check in at the Nuclear Medicine Reception Desk.

2. The Technologist will take you to a room, at which time and IV will be placed in your arm for the purpose of multiple injections.

3. You will then have a bag of normal saline placed into your I.V. so as to hydrate you some more, about 30 minute’s time. 

4. The Technologist will then position you in a chair with your back to the camera, at which time you will get your first injection.

5. You will be asked to sit quietly in the chair for the next 30 minutes while the information is being collected. ( IT IS EXTREMLY IMPORTANT NOT TO MOVE AND TO HOLD STILL FOR THE 30 MINUTES)

6. You can anticipate the time required to complete your examination to be 1 to 1 1/2 hours.  We ask that you please be patient.

*** Female patients need to have their last menstrual cycle within 30 days of appointment.  If not we need a BHCG blood drawn 24 hours before their appointment.
